GUIDE TO SELECTING THE BEST SNIP TO MAKE THE CUT

Selecting the right snip depends on the material to be cut, material thickness, cut length, cut direction (straight, left, right) and whether cutting straight, a
wide curve, tight curve or circle. Aviation snips make cuts easier because they feature compound leverage handles. Tinner snips are the traditional tools
used for decades. They feature a very wide opening but the tools become very heavy and large to cut heavy gauge sheet metal.

Different blade patterns (regular or offset aviation; duckbill or straight tinner snip) cut curves better while others make long cuts easier. These are
summarized below.
